We finished the regular season 1-3 with three of the contests one-goal games, but this still en-
abled us to finish fourth in the ECAC, receive a bye in the first round, and entertain Quinnipiac at
home in an exciting quarterfinal matchup.

The league was so balanced this year, so you had to be ready every night. In the quarterfinals,
every pairing went three games. An example of the parity was No. 12 Colgate knocking off league
champion Union in the quarters.

Our entire playoff series with Quinnipiac was nail biting. In Friday night’s 2-1 win, we came out
firing right from the first shift, and took a 1-0 lead just 1:58 into the game on the first of two goals
by senior Joe Devin. They tied it up near the end of the first period. Special teams played such a huge role in this game.
We killed off a full 2 minutes of a 5-on-3 situation in the second stanza before Devin’s second goal, on the power play,
with 1:56 left in the period.

On Saturday night, a turnover off a faceoff late in the first period resulted in a Quinnipiac goal that stood up the rest of the
game. No one scored on the power play in this one.

This forced us to play the deciding contest on Sunday night, and it was a thriller. After going up 2-0, we let them back in
the game by allowing a pair of third-period scores sending the game into overtime. Obviously, I've lost a lot of hair this
season.

Playing with a lot of poise in the extra session, we finally put an end to the series halfway through the OT. The winning
sequence started with Devin passing the puck to junior defenseman Sean Whitney on the right point. Sean sent the puck
right back to Joe who one-timed a shot near the post into an open net. We had made the extra pass, which is what you
needed to do against Quinnipiac. And the noise at Lynah was unbelievable. It has to be the best college rink in the coun-
try for fan support.

Obviously, we’re excited about going to Atlantic City for the semifinals. This is our goal every year to win the ECAC tourna-
ment.

I'd like to talk about the leadership that our seniors have provided for us throughout a transition year. It has been a tough
season with a number of injuries that we had to deal with starting in the early part of the year.

Our seniors, who had experienced much success during their careers, finally found themselves as the ones who had to be
the leaders. It’s really easy to lead when things are going well. It is much harder to lead when things don’t go as ex-
pected. When things weren't going good early, they stuck it out and didn’t let anyone give up.

They all come from wonderful families, and are great representatives of Cornell University and Big Red hockey. We thank
them for their four years of contributions, and wish them well in all future endeavors.
